YueDong Case No. 1

Serious Assault and Battery
This is a case from Dianbai county, in which Liang Tingkui assaulted Cui Yalv, occasioning death.
   Chen, the governor of Guangdong, reported that Liang Tingkui and Cui Yalv did not know each other at first. Cui Yalv had a field in which Livistona chinensis* was raised. On March 24th, 1823, on the way to visiting ancestral graves, Liang Tingkui carried some foods on a yoke, with his 8 years old son Liang Yachun. When they had walked to Cui Yalv’s field, they stopped, for Liang Tingkui saw his son exposed to the strong sun light, and picked a leaf from the Livistona chinensis field for his son to have some shade. At that time, Cui Yalv came and saw it, and then he blamed Liang Tingkui for picking his leaf. Liang Tingkui argued back and then they quarreled. Cui Yalv hit Liang Tingkui, and then Liang Tingkui picked up the yoke and fought back. Cui Yalv struck Liang Tingkui a blow, Liang Tingkui dodged and hit Cui Yalv with the yoke, and then Cui Yalv fell down with an injury to his left forehead and his elbow. Chen Zhonghai, a farmer, and Liang Tingyi passed by and saw it, then ran to stop Liang Tingkui, but they did not make it. The boy Liang Yachun ran away, and Liang Tingkui escaped with his load. Liang Tingyi was too busy with his business so he could not go with Chen Zhonghan to inform Cui Yalv’s family. Chen Zhonghan did not know Liang Tingkui very well. He just knew his surname but not his last name, so he could only tell Cui’s mother that her son had been hurt by someone by the name of Liang. They went to see Cui Yalv, found he had fainted and sent him to the doctor. But Cui Yalv was hurt so badly that he was dead the next morning.
