Circumstances:  pro-Vermont rioters tried to prevent the March session of the county court for Cumberland Co., New York, by occupying the court house on 3/13, the day before the court was to sit.  The violence occurred when New York authorities tried to eject the protestors from the court house on the night before the court was to sit.  The "Tory" account claims that the New York authorities first fired warning shots over the door of the court house, upon which the protestors returned fire; the original account by the judges and other officers of the court, however, claims that the New York authorities directly opened fire on the protestors.  The question was a legal one, because the rioters were only trespassers at that point in the confrontation, which means that it would have been justified to use deadly force against them unless the protestors fired or threatened to fire first.  According to testimony of the rioters, the rioters were armed with clubs, not guns; and no New York authorities were wounded, except those clubbed by Philip Safford after the shootings.  According to the officers of the court, the "rioters fought violently with their clubs, and fired some few fire-arms at the posse, by which Mr. Justice Butterfield received a slight shot in the arm, and another of the Posse received a slight shot in the head with Pistol Bullets."

NOTE:  William Slade, noting that it was dark at the time of the encounter, says it would have been difficult for objective observers and for the rioters themselves to know who had been wounded by whom.  A general melee.

Connecticut Courant (Hartford), 3/27/1775:  dtl Boston, 3/20:  THE WESTMINISTER MASSACRE in VT:  Westminster, Cumberland Co., New York.  A full report.  Noted that the sheriff & his posse had given the rioters 3 hrs to clear the court hourse & then returned & tried to enter it, but were beaten back by the rioters with clubs.  Sheriff said him men who fire if they didn't desist; "they answered, Fire and be damned!--Fire and be damned!"  And the sheriff order his men to fire, which they did, & the sherrif, "after a few Shots," ordered his men to cease.  Entered with clubs, met stout resistance, but rioters finally "dispos[se]sed, and nine or ten taken Prisoners.  The Rioters fired once or twice on the Sheriff's Party, but did no Damage.  The next Day the Rioters were reinforced by a large Nuber armed with Muskets, and being much superior to the Sheriff's Party took him and about twelve others, and confined them in close goal."

Tory account:  published in Holt's New York Journal, March 23, 1775.  (331).  Blames the rioters for inciting the violence.  The sheriff's and court's party declared that "three guns were fired over the door in hopes the rioters would be intimidated and retire; but so determined were they in the undertaking, that the fire was immediately returned from the Court House."


Whig account:  by a committee of Whigs appointed on March 15, Dr. Reuben Jones of Rockingham, clerk:  "A Relation of the Proceedings of the People of the County of Cumberland, and Province of New-York," signed by order of the Committee of Safety, Cumberland County, 3/23/1775.  (332-6)  The Yorkers & Tories arrested in the aftermath of the massacre were jailed in Northampton, MA, while they awaited trial in Vt.  RJ, together with Capt. Azariah Wright of Westminster, were leading anti-Yorker insurgents.


RJ's account portrays the insurgents as patriotic rebels and the supporters of the New York court as Tories who "had laid a plan to bring the lower sort of the people into a state of bondage and slavery.  They saw that there was no cash stirring, and they took that opportunity to collect debts, knowing that men had no other way to pay them, than by having their estates taken by execution, and sold at vendue. . . . which would soon bring the whole country into slavery. . . .  One man they put into close prison for high treason; and all that they proved against him, was, that he said if the King had signed the Quebec bill, it was his opinion that he had broke his coronation-oath.  But the good people went and opened the prison door and let him go, and did no violence to any man's person or property."  (33)


The "good people" of Cumberland County could not support the government of New York because that government and its executive were "not acceding to the best method to procure their liberties," so the "good people" of the county "thought it time to look to themselves.  And they thought that it was dangerous to trust their lives and fortunes in the hands of such enemies to American liberty; but more particularly unreasonable that there should be any court held; since, thereby, we must accede to twhat our general assembly had done, in not acceding to what the whole continent had recommended; and that all America would break off all dealings and commerce with us, and bring us into a state of slavery at once.  Therefore in duty to God, ourselves, and posterity, we thought ourselves under the strongest obligations to resist and to oppose all authority that would not accede to the resolves of the continental congress.  But knowing that many of our court were men that neither feared or regarded men, we thought that it was most prudent to go and persuade the judges to stay at home."

C. H. Congdon, Esq., pub. in the Rutland Herald in 1855, in response to an account written by Judge Noble & also published in the Rutland Herald.  CHC's account based on his conversation with JI's widow, Rebecca Stafford of South Wallingford.  JI was a Quaker.  Went on 7/24/1777 to Burgoyne's headquarters in Whitehall for protection papers & returned with the papers on the morning of 7/27/1777, the day he was shot.  He reaped wheat that morning & then was mowing in his field when Clough came to the house, circa 11:30am, & inquired after the way to Durham Bridge.  "wished Irish would direct him through the woods as he did not like to travel the road on account of spies.  Irish told him to keep the road as the safest way.  Dinner being ready Irish asked Clough to eat but declined, but while Irish and his family were eating sat partly in the door.  After dinner Irish put a pitchfork into the fire to bore a hole into a new handle and then laid down on the bed with his two eldest children.  After dinner Clough called for a drink of water, which Mrs. Irish gave to him, fresh from the spring; a few moments after she had fetched the water for him, while she was engaged in doing up the dinner dishes, all at once Clough started and ran out of the house in the direction of the spring.  Mrs. Irish spoke to her husband, who immediately jumped up and followed Clough out of doors--at the same time his wife begged him not to leave the house--he advanced about three rods from the door, when Allen [?] raised up from behind a maple log and shot Irish through the hand, severing his third and little finger from his hand, or nearly so.  Clark then in a rough manner asked him if he wanted to take more prisoners.  Irish answered that he should take or harm no man, and added, you have wounded me, upon which he held up his hand and Clark shot him through the heart.  He turned, walked about a rod and fell dead upon his face.  When Clark and Allen shot him he was not more than three or four feet from the muzzles of their guns--so near that the smoke rolled up on his breast as he turned round.  After this the men all disappeared in the woods.  Mrs. Irish went immediately to Mr. William Irish's who was just putting on his clean clothes, being on Sunday.  He said 'Becca, you must take care of yourself, I cannot help you.  He immediately started off and did not return until about six weeks afterwards.  Mrs. Irish went home, but did not attempt to do anything with her husband (hoping that some of her neighbors would come in) until nearly dark when, no one coming, she, with [William] Irish's two oldest children, Mary 14 years old and Gibson 12 years old, assister her in getting him into the house; this they did by rolling him on a plank and drawing him along.  She afterwards laid him out.  When she returned from William Irish's the children said to her that the men had gone and Papa was asleep.  He was a man that would weigh over two hundred pounds, and it was with difficulty that she and the children got him into the house.  He was buried the next day by Francis and David Matteson, Jesse irish, the father of John, and a Scotchman by the name of Allen.  A coffin was made by Francis Matteson from rough boards out of the chamber floor."  Buried about 40 rods where where the house formerly stood.  "a mound and rough stones mark the spot to this day.  The wife was not permitted to follow the body of her husband to the grave, as it was not thought prudent even for the men to perform the task, so perilous were the times.  Scouting parties were out on both sides at this period."



 After the killing, she & her three children went to the widow Potter's at the edge of Clarendon.  Learned that the party had meant to kill William Irish (for a reward of 30 l. for his head), not John Irish.  Three weeks after her husband's murder, in her absence from home, the house was pillaged of everything valuable by persons from the western part of Tinmouth.  JI's widow denies that the Rebels had confiscated his gun:  says that he had dismantled & hidden his gun 2 weeks before his death, after hearing that all persons, "irrespective of political sentiment, if found with arms, would be dealt with as enemies."  In November, Ernest Noble (the father of Judge Noble) notified her that she must leave her home, as he had purchased the place from the confiscating agent in Rutland.  Walked the 7 miles to Danby with her three children, & stayed there for the duration of the war.  William, after six weeks at Burgoyne's camp, returned & lived in Danby for the duration of the war.  His property too was confiscated.  They Irish family never recovered its property after the war, because as Quakers, they did not believe in litigation.

John Irish came to Tinmouth in 1768 from Nine Partners with his father, Jesse Irish, & his brothers (Jesse Jr., Jonathan, William, David, Abel, and Peter).  They were farmers & Tories.  His father in July 1777 went to General Burgoyne's headquarters at Whitehall & presented himself to Burgoyne, saying "here is thy servant, Jesse, and his seven sons."  Upon promising to either join the British army or remain quietly at home, "her received the General's gracious protection."  Jesse Sr. aided the British during the war & had his property confiscated as a result -- he & his sons still lived in Tinmouth after the war.


From Daniel Chipman, Memoirs of Col. Seth Warner:  John Irish settled on a farm afterwards owned by Judge Noble.  Lt. Isaac Clark (of Herrick's regiment of rangers), in command of scouts sent out from Manchester, quietly surrounded JI's house & sent one of his men, named Clough, unarmed, to ask JI if "he had any hostile designs against the Whigs."  Clough had been a neighbor of JI's, but on the evacuation of Ticonderoga, had moved off.  "They entered into a conversation which was continued for some time.  At length Clough began to suspect that irish intended to detain him, as he was unarmed, and feeling unsafe, he walked with apparent unconcern out of the door, and turning a corner of the log house, out of sight of Irish, he set out on a run toward the scout.  Clark, who was watching, saw this and instantly saw Irish chasing Clough with his gun, and perceiving that he intended to shoot him before he reached the woods, drew up his rifle and shot him dead upon the spot.  This was represented by the Tories as a wanton murder, and many years afterwards, when Clark was in public life, and a prominent political partisan, some of his political opponents renewed the charge of murder against Clark, with many aggravating circumstances."

SA had purchased land under NH title, but he dissented from the policy of the Conventions of the Green Mtn. Boys and advised his neighbors to purchase NY titles.  The opponents of NY advised him to "at least be silent.  He resented this, armed himself, and threatened to silence any man who interfered with him.  For this he was arrested, tried, convicted as an enemy, and punished by being hoisted up the catamount sign-post, and suspended there for two hours, to his own chagrin and much merriment of the beholders.  Ira Allen said 'this mild and exemplary disgrace had a salutary effect on the doctor;' nevertheless in 1777 he became a violent tory, and raised a company in Arlington, Manchester, and the neighborhood, to cooperate with Burgoyne.  In this he was active, and on one occasion killed a whig townsman, when he fled to Canada.  His property was confiscated and his family sent within the enemy's lines in 1778."  Proscribed by the act of 2/26/1779.

After the Battle of Hubbarton, Col. Seth Warner and his men came south to Manchester, "where they stopped with the time.  . . .  Men were sent out as usual for provisions.  Col. Lyon with a company, of whom David Mallory was one, started for the purpose of taking cattle from the Tories.  Samuel Adams collected a company for resistance.  Because Mallory had been a member of his family (having studied medicine with him), SA warned him of the probable consequences.  Hard words passed and they separated to execute their respective intentions.  Col. Lyon's company collected quite a drove of cattle and were driving them up from 'down river,' or W. Arlington.  Opposite the present residence of Solomon Gowey is an island on which Adams and his men were concealed,  As soon as Mallary appeared, Adams showing himself ordered him to stop.  A threat was the only reply.  Adams coolly said that in case himself was shot, there were men ready who would instantly riddle him.  Upon this Mallory raised his piece but, not being quick enough, was instantly shot down by Adams.  Just then a horn was heard calling laborers for dinner.  This was taken as a signal for the gathering of the Tories.  Lyons' men fled, the cattle returned to their owners, and the wounded man, abandoned by friends and foes, with difficulty got to the road side.  He was taken up by one passing by and carried to the house of Ebenezer Leonard where after a few hours he died.  Adams fled to Canada where his descendants still live."

Circumstances:  Vermont's second execution, which probably occurred in 1779 or 1780, was also the product of an improvised judicial proceeding.  Surviving accounts of the execution pose problems, because they were handed down by oral tradition and conflict on particulars, and because they recount events in the Abenaki community from the perspective of Yankee observers who viewed the Abenaki as savages.  According to these Yankee accounts, Toomalek was a member of a small band that lived in and around the intervales of the Connecticut River near Newbury.  A short, powerfully built man, he was in love with a young woman, Lewâ, who had married his rival, Mitchell.  Toomalek decided to murder Mitchell, and one evening he surprised the couple as they sat by a fire at the foot of a hill near the upper end of the Ox Bow in Newbury.  He fired at Mitchell, wounding him seriously but not fatally.  A second charge struck Lewâ in the breast.  She died of her wounds that night.



An Abenaki council tried Toomalek for murder.  It acquitted him, however, because he had killed Lewâ accidentally and had only wounded Mitchell.  Mitchell soon remarried, but matters did not end there.  One day Toomalek, in company with a white man named Ebenezer Olmsted, took a bottle of rum and went to visit Mitchell.  Mitchell drank with them and then had words with Toomalek, who taunted Mitchell into striking the first blow.  Mitchell drew his knife and made a feeble pass at Toomalek.  Toomalek then stabbed Mitchell through the heart.



An Abenaki council again acquitted Toomalek, this time because Mitchell had struck the first blow.  But Toomalek soon killed again.  He cut the throat of a young man called Pi'al who in Toomalek's opinion had insulted a young woman [NOTE:  Z. Thompson, 206, says that Toomalek attacked Pi'al "at the instigation, as was supposed, of a young squaw" who was insulted].  The next morning, an Abenaki court heard the evidence and sentenced Toomalek to death.



The Abenaki court proceedings may not have been strictly traditional, but they were sanctioned by local authorities of the Republic of Vermont.  The trial was conducted under the supervision of an Abenaki acquainted with the English legal system.  The verdict was then referred to the Reverend Clark Powers, the Congregationalist minister of Newbury, to ensure that it was "agreeable to God."  Toomalek was executed later that day on the ground floor of the county court house in Newbury, then a county seat.  Toomalek arrived "without guard or attendance" and seated himself before the father of Pi'al, who as the nearest blood relative of the victim was required by Abenaki law to carry out the sentence.  Toomalek said his Catholic prayers, covered his eyes, and shouted "Mack bence!" ("Kill me quick!"), which Pi'al's father did by firing a musket ball into Toomalek's head.  Toomalek's parents, who were in attendance, claimed the body for burial.

Vermont Gazette (Bennington), 3/13/1784:  YORKER VIOLENCE:  letter fr. Lt. Knights, commander of State troops in Guilford.  4am morning of 3/5, as expected, Yorkers launched attack.  Vermonters posted 1 mi fr. MA line.  Ordered the advanced Yorker guard of 2 men to halt & surrender, but they presented arms.  Then they ran.  The Lt. ordered 7 of his men to fire over them. Among the most prominent Guilford adherents of New York was David Goodenough, a Lt. under appt. from NY who had been imprisoned by VT officers "for accepting such a commission.  He had been released under heavy bonds, and finally being ordered out of town had left his wife and children and was staying with friends in Massachusetts until circumstances for his return should be more propitious.  Having been away from home for some time, he wished to visit his family, and as his life had been threatened he thought best to go by night.



He invited Daniel Spicer, a young man residing in Bernardston, to accompany him to Guilford.  Spicer had no interest in the Guilford troubles, and informed Goodenough to that effect, and that he should remain neutral so far as all matters pertaining to that controversy were concerned."  On 3/5, the two men left G's "temporary abiding place" for Guilford c. 9pm.  "They went to Packer's Corners, and from thence north, over the Belden Hill road, putting on their snow shoes, in case it became necessary to leave the traveled road.  Presently they were halted by a sentry stationed by the roadside, who surprised them with a 'Who comes there?'  Lieutenant Knight appeared close by with twenty men, and before the challenge could be answered, attempted to shoot the two wayfarers.  Although the moon was full, yet a thick fog obscured the light, and Goodenough and Spicer jumped over the fence which bordered the easterly side of the road and undertook to gain the cover of the deep woods close by.  Knight and his troops ran up to within four rods Spicer and fired upon him.  One bullet lodged in his hip, another passing entirely through his body, causing a wound which was soon to prove fatal.  As he fell the troops rushed upon him, made no attempt to relieve him, commanded him to take his own knife and cut off his snowshoes, which they claimed as the spoils of war.  They then robbed him of his arms, wallet and money, then dragged him through the snow some sixty rods to the dwelling house of Augustus Belden and left him on the floor, soaked in blood, then departed with angry oaths over the escape of Goddenough, who had succeeded in getting away into the forest. . . .  Spicer lingered through the night, in great agony, and during his last hours he related to William White and James Davidson, both Guilford men, the circumstances of the affair," who wrote down his statements & "made oath to them before Judge Richard Morris of New York.  A narrative of the event was also prepared by four of the refugees in Bernardston, and sent by them to Governor Clinton."



Spicer:  a sergeant of the Mass. militia during the Revol. War, honorably discharged in June 1783.  His brother, Jabez, who lived in Leyden, Mass., became one of Shays's rebels & was killed in the attack on the arsenal at Springfiled, Mass. on 1/25/1787.  Said that "he wore the same coat worn by Daniel when the latter was shot by the Vermonters, and that the bullets which killed Daniel and Jabez both passed through the same hole in the coat."

That he was a famous hunter . . . there is no doubt.  Abundance of game,--moose, bears, wolves and deer, fell at his unerring aim.  But to state, as a fact of history, as some have done, that he did, on several occasions shoot--or in more correct terms murder--certain Indians, is very much doubted, and lacks proper authentication.  It is well known that the Indians burned a barn belonging to the Sheldons, and caused them much anxiety, lurking about and threatening.

     

George, who was as tall and athletic as any red-skin, and had an eagle eye, warned them of the consequences of disturbing the settlers--him they feared, and, no doubt, but for him they would have caused much more trouble."  (376)

1789:  Samuel B. Sheldon came to the twp to inspect the land before purchase.


Spring, 1790:  George Sheldon, accompanied by "a sturdy old Scotchman" named MacNamara & his wife, together with several negro servants, came as the first settlers (Fairfield the nearest settlement at the time).  Built lst house & log barn at the outlet of Tyler's branch [this was the barn that was burned by the Indians, 372].  Crops harvested.  That winter, GS returned to CT; the negroes returned to Burlington to pass the winter; & McN & wife stayed on.  Mrs. McN died that winter & was covered in a snowbank near the house until the spring, when she was buried.


Spring, 1791:  Col. Elisha Sheldon & his sons, Elisha, Jr. & Maj. Sam, & his son-in-law, Elnathan Keyes, together with their families & that of George, & their negro servants, & also James Herrick & James Hawley, arrived in town.  Organized the town govt while on their way:  Col. Sheldon, Elisha, Jr., Maj. Sam, & James Hawley, selectmen; James Herrick, constable.  [372:  the lst birth in town was a colored child of "Old Mary," a servant of Col. Sheldon.]


1792:  Maj. Sheldon built the first sawmill at the lower falls.  Pine lumber in the vicinity.


1797:  Maj. Sheldon built the first grist mill.


1799:  Israel (& his younger brother, Alfred) Keith built the first furnace & forge.  Extensive ore bed found.  Employing, much of the time, 100 men or more to supply it with coal & iron.  Made potash kettles:  45, 60, & 90 gallon.  Israel furnished the capital, Alfred managed the furnace.  [378]


1803:  Carding mill & post office established.

Wolf hunts:  organized for many years, usually under management of Capt. G. W. Kendall, & were generally successful.  Also hunted bears.  George Sheldon said to have shot the only moose ever killed in town.  (371)

George Sheldon:  375-6:  b. 1766 in Saulsbury, CT-- an avid hunter.  Sent to Hudson, NY for schooling, but stayed only a few days & ran away for home; prefered "the chase" to schooling.  Sent by his father at age 18 to West Indies with a load of horses.  m. 3/1786 to Joanna, daught. of Jacob Smith of Saulsbury, CT.  Farmed there until 1790, when he moved with his family to Sheldon.  d. 1851.

Col. Elisha Sheldon:  374-5:  b. 1741; led a regiment of cavalry through the Revolutionary war, serving under Washington in the Continental Army; an enthusiastic patriot; a religious "liberal," not a Puritan.

Town reps [377]:  from 1791 through 1807, the town was represented in the legis. by Samuel B. Shelden or Elisha Sheldon.  NOTE:  that George never served in an official capacity.  Seems to have been a hunter who hated book-learning, etc., according to Hemenway.

Vermont Gazette (Bennington), 7/11/1791:  Letter to VG:  Court of enquiry exonerated Wales on 6/14.  Jury of inquest held 6/23 to view body taken up afloat by crew of British schooner Maria, near Point au Fare.  Identified at EH.  Verdict:  "by accidentally falling overboard, either by a fit or by some inability of body, whereby, as no assistance could be afforded him he was drowned."  Wrote to "oblige Mr. Wales and his friends, and relieve the anxiety of the public."


Vermont Gazette (Bennington), 7/18/1791:  Yet another story on the death:  reports that a man from Fair Haven told a paper in Litchfield, CT that Capt. Jedediah Hyde had been murdered by Wells, because he had been haranguing Wells about a debt, which Wells refused to pay.  Claimed Wells had threatened JH's life, in the event JH tried to collect; that people on shore heard cry of murder from the canoe; that head of JH found beaten in; etc.  Ed.--report false.  Repeats jury of inquest verdict.  Hopes the man from Fair Haven will come forward & recant his story.

Smith then said you strike me first.  Bucknam said no it belongs to hyou to strike first and further said strike me if you dare.  Smith then said here it goes and struck Bucknam in the face.  Bucknam then closed in with Smith and they strove with each other for some time untill they went togeather scuffleing about sixteen feet from the place they first began at.  It appear'd for some time as trho Bucknam would throw Smith.  But at length Smith and Bucknam fell togeather, Bucknam under and Smith upon him.  After they ware on the ground Smith said will you dare me to strike you now.  No answer being made Smoith struck Bucknam one or two blows with his hand or fist as it appeared to me in the face, then Jospeh Hope told Smith not to strike Bucknam any more at the same time Smith appear'd to be disingageing himselfe from Bucknam and as riseing Mr. Hope took hold of Smith's arm.  Bucknam yet laying on the ground I supposed he feigned himselfe much hurt as he had not spoken or made any motions after said Bucknam & Smith fell togeather.  Bucknam's body being immediately raised partly up the blood issued out of his mouth & nose freely.  He did not appear to breath but gasped several times after.  Upon examining the spot of ground the next morning where Bucknam and Smith fell I discovered a small sharp brush stump about four Inches high.  Examining the body of the deceas'd . . . I discover'd a wound just below his Shoulder blade on the left side of his back bone on which said Bucknam fell, which I am fully satisfied was the cause of said wound on the back of the deceased and of his death."


The whole of ZE's testimony is "sworn to" as well by Reuben Sampson [Lampson?], Joseph Hope, Amherst Spafford, & William Howard.  The last three "positive said Smith struck Bucknam when on the ground togeather onlhy one or two blows in the face."

Farmer's Museum (Walpole, New Hampshire), 5/5/1800 (dtln Vergennes, 4/16):  in Milton on 4/3:  house of Mr. Holgate burned, and a maid who lived with the family & one of his children perished.  Jury of inquest:  willful murder.  The day before, a "controversy" between Mr. Holgate & his wife, she "having secreted his books and papers."  She in consequence "threatened to burn the house and him with it."


Awakened by fire in the dead of night.  Mr. Holgate could not rescue one of his children; he and another child were considerably burned.  "In the meantime a man who slept in the store, which adjoined the house," tried to flee the fire, but he could not open the door, so he ran to a window and "found Mrs. Holgate in her usual dress, walking the room, who had given no alarm, notwithstanding the next room in the house was wrapped in flames; he instantly burst the window, threw her out, and lept out himself."


Inquest the next day:  Mrs. Holgate blamed the maid, "who, she said, stuck a candle against the ceiling with a fork and left it burning."  But a neighbor contradicted her, "who came to assist, that knowing the room in which the maid slept, just as the roof of the house was falling in, he ran to a window in the room to alarm her, and at that time the room was not on fire, but filled with smoke, he heard cries but could not relieve her."

Vermont Gazette, 8/16/1802:  MANSLAUGHTER:  Sun afternoon last, Bennington, affray house of Roswell Moseley, 1.25 mi fr center of town.  Stephen Gordon (28 or 30, "short thick set man . . . a dark Canadian, or Indian complexion"), a transient fr. Scaticoke, supposed to be an Indian or Canadian, badly bruised, d. T morning following.  A physician, Dr. Porter of Williamstown, had performed trepanning on his skull.  Several fractures discovered & coagulated blood on the brain, which prob. caused his death.


Two young men, Geo. Tibbets of Pownal & Geo. Whitney of Stamford, jailed for the assault.  [11/8:  each had "aged parents" & many relatives & friends in town.]


Ed. -- won't publish details at present, "that the public mind may remain as free from bias as possible, and the unhappy respondents obtain a candid and impartial trial."


Funeral on Wednesday:  Tibbetts "in pathetic terms warned the assembled audience, young and old, against the evil tendency of Sabbath breaking, as exemplified in their unhappy situation; to avoid little bickerings and idle trifling, as leading on to quarrelling, to fighting, and to death, as in the present affecting instance."


Ed.  "But a few days have elapsed, since the inhabitants of Bennington could say, that the crimes of suicide and murder never existed among them.  [WRONG!]  The scene is now dreadfully reversed; in a cood and deliberate manner, the mother of a family in this town has taken an affecting leave of her infant offspring, addressed a farewell line to her absent husband, and precipitated herself into eternity; and two young men, of hitherto irreproachable manners, according to common report, are imprisoned among us for killing a fellow creature, the degree of attrocity of which act a solemn trial must eventually decide, and on that decision rests their fate for time.



Fellow citizens, there is a moral and a natural cause for these things . . . the moral cause is the declension of religion, the natural cause the prevalence of folly, and the introduction of frivolous amusements, gambling, and intemperance. . . .  A billiard table, until within a short time past, was as unknown in Bennington, as suicide and the slaughter of man by man:  that it may be viewed comparatively degrading is the wish of the editor."  [& DOVER GAZETTE 9/4/1802]


Vermont Gazette 1802:  8/23:  Ed. -- notes that he is only publishing a half sheet this week, because he "deemed it an incumbet duty to permit his sons to attend" the funeral of Gordon & the examination of Tibbits & Whitney.


Vermont Gazette 1802:  11/8:  THE TRIAL:  XEROXED 3: 1 & 2.  fNG of murder, but fG of manslaughter.  Hon. Judge Jacobs then read the statute on murder to the jury, & referred the definition of manslaughter to Judge Tyler, who deduced "from the whole, that if the prisoners were not guilty of the murder of Gordon, they clearly were not guilty of manslaughter in the case, and consequently ought to have been acquitted."


The chief justice allowed the statements of the associate justices to have their effect & then asked the jury to reconsider "whether they were guilty of manslaughter, or not guilty."  1/2 hr later the jury returned & stood by its verdict.  Each sentenced to 3 mo., $400f, & costs, & $500 bonds for good behavior for ten years.


Farmer's Museum (Walpole), 11/23 & 12/14/1802:  Judge J. Robinson said the common law was from "barbarous times" -- no need to follow it.  Robinson said no malice aforethought proved:  "the threat of the deceased, accompanied with an Indian scalping hoop, &c., was perhaps more likely to excite the passions than any common threat.  His Honor impressed the sentiments of his charge with tears."  After verdict, Justices Tyler & Jacobs sent the jury back to reconsider, but it returned the same verdict.  GREAT SPEECHES, QUOTED AT LENGTH IN THE ARTICLE.


Vermont Gazette 1802:  12/6:  Ed. upset with Stockbridge, MA paper of 11/27, which published a letter fr. Bennington to a friend in Berkshire Co., questioning the justice of the verdict.  Claimed that the prisoners had cut two heavy green cudgels, 2" through, w/ sharp prongs upn them.  But as the trial showed, where the clubs were entered as evidence, the beach club carried by Whitney was scarecely an inch diameter, & the hardhack club of Tibbits, not an inch and a half through the large end.  "The writer in every part deviates so egregiously from the truth, and evinces such venom, that we shall not attend to his statements particularly; they are totally void of foundation in every material point, and evidently malignant in every insinuation.  The jury were worthy and respectable men, but not all of democratic principles by any means; the chief justice gave no opinon in the case on delivering the charge to the jury, neither were any of the writer's assertions corroborated by evidence."



Ed. says he'll print the entire trial, together with the remarks of the associate justices, to let the public judge for itself.

For this reason, or some other, in the then excited state of party feeling, both the judges and jury were charged with being influenced by political bias in allowing the accused to easy an escape.  It does not seem probably that the charge was well founded.  It is more likely there were extenutating circunstances attending the occurrence which deprived it of much of its criminality."

The smugglers killed three of the cutter's crew, all Vermont militiamen.  Most Vermonters may have opposed the embargo, but few sympathized with smugglers who attacked Vermont's soldiers.  The leaders of Vermont's Republican Party were particularly incensed, because they believed the smugglers were part of a Federalist Party plot to destroy democratic government and betray the nation into the hands of the British.  According to the World, a Republican newspaper in Bennington, "Treason stalks in open day light. . . .  Blood calls for vengeance!"  Eyewitness accounts of the Black Snake affair conflicted, so Dean's fellow smugglers could be convicted only of manslaughter or lesser charges.  Dean, however, was found guilty of murder and executed as a warning those who would harm government officials.

Part of the cutter's crew manned the batteaux & started down river.  Got 100 rods when smugglers opened fire, killing Ellis Drake (of the cutter crew) inst.  Shot through head.  Several more shots fired; Lt. ordered his men to steer for shore.


"Scarcely had they landed" when a large gun called a wall piece, about 10' long, carrying 16 oz. balls, fired at them.  Killed Asa Marsh (another of the crew of the cutter), & Jno. Ormsby of Burlington (a bystander, who returning from work happened to be present at the unfortunate moment).  The Lt. also wounded in his left arm & head.  The people of Burlington turned out & apprehended 8 of the smugglers.  INQ VERDICT:  willful murder against 6 of those captured.

Pursued by the collector, Samuel Buell, in a boat with John Walker & George Graves as oarsmen.  The came up with BH near two rocky shoals or islets, on so-called Gull Island, lying off the west shore of Alburgh.  "The skiff drew less water than the revenue boat, and Brooks kept in shoal water where Buel could not board him.  The latter demanded surrender, when a parley ensued.  Brooks told the collector that he had only 7 bushels of salt; that it belonged to five different families who wanted to cure their pork; that there was no salt to be had at St. Albans, and that he would pay him the duties if he would accept the same and allow him to proceed.  Buel told him that he should seize the boat and its loading.  Brooks replied that he much catch him first.  He started and kept on rowing around the shore of the islands, keeping his skiff where the water was so shallow that the revenue boat could not reach him."  The chase con't for some time, until SB ordered JW to fire.  "He obeyed, and discharged a load of duck-shot, twelve of which penetrated the breast of the unfortunate man.  He pulled open his shirt and exclaimed, 'See what they have done,' and fell forward dead upon the loading of the boat, covering the salt-bags with his blood."  His boat, with his body, towed to Alburgh shore to a store kept by Alexander Scott.  Inquest, then the body laid out & carried to HB's home.  "A large and excited crowd awaited the arrival of the remains, and theindignation expressed at the course of Buel was severe."  Funeral attended by a large crowd.  Rev. George W. Powers officiated, from Job 14: 1-2.  "The excitement which followed this deplorable event, aggravated by the extreme party virulence which at times prevailed, was very great, and continued for a long time.  Mr. Walker, who fired the fatal shot, although in obedience to his superior officer, was full of distress on account of it.  It threw a cloud of gloom over his entire after life."  He d. at Albany, while a memb. of the legis. of the state of NY, to which he had been elected from Clinton Co. in Jan. 1832.

Circumstances:  The Boorns, ne'er-do-well brothers, were condemned in 1819 for the murder in Manchester of their mentally deranged brother-in-law, Russell Colvin.  Colvin's body had not been found, but the prosecution claimed that the Boorns killed Colvin out of jealousy.  Colvin, along with his wife and children, had been supported by the Boorns' parents and had stood to inherit the bulk of the parents' property.  According to the testimony of Lewis Colvin (Russell's son, who was 10 at the time of the alleged murder), SB accused RC of not pulling his weight on the farm and of ruining SB's father (Barney Boorn) financially because of the cost of support RC & his family.  RC replied that he was a hard worker who had made a valuable contribution to the family income.  SB called him a "damned fool" and a "little Tory."  RC hit SB with a small stick, and SB then beat RC to death with a tree limb.  Lewis then fled to his grandfather's house -- and RC did not return home.  Leewis asked his uncles where RC was, and they answered, "one of them, that he had gone to hell, and the other that they had put him where potatoes would not freeze."  Sally Colvin, who had been out of town at the time, asked her son, Lewis, when she returned, "where Russell was; he answered gone to hell."



Public sentiment ran against the brothers in part because their sister, Colvin's wife Sally, became pregnant by another man soon after her husband's disappearance (indeed, she had two illegitimate daughters after RC's disappearance).  That led the jury to suspect that she had colluded with her brothers to get rid of her husband.  The Boorns, fearing conviction and perhaps hoping for leniency, confessed.  They soon recanted their testimony and professed their innocence.  But the Boorns were convicted at the next term of the county court and sentenced to hang.  They were spared at the last moment when Colvin (or a convincing impersonator of Colvin) miraculously reappeared.  The defense claimed he had simply wandered off in a fit of amnesia some seven years before.  Some Vermonters concluded from this case that the legal system was too flawed to hand down death sentences.

He then hastened to the gate, and found two or three of the waggons had passed, the gate being then open, and the deceased demanding the toll.  Mr. R shut the gate and requested the deceas'd to assist him in stopping the smugglers.  The deceased did not however assist but appeared to have been hurt.  A man then on foot struck the deceased several times with a club, who cried out; and several of the banditti at the same time told him if he did not immediately open the gate they would blow out his brains; one of the men on horseback also struck him.  A pistol was presented and snapped.  The whole gang, in the most violent, blasphemous and outrageous manner threatned (sic) every one with instant death who should oppose them.  The deceased offered no violence to any one of the company during the contest.  After the waggons had all passed, two men came back and said they believed Luce was not yet dead, and they said, "we had better go into the house and give him a little lead."  They however immediatdly (sic) made off."

Ed. of GMF informed by a gentleman "direct from Burlington" that the above account is unfounded, and that another incident may have given rise to the rumor.


At Colchester Point, 1am F, the advance sentry of the picket guard saw a man whom he hailed "and from whom obtaining no answer to his call, he fired, on which the picket guard turned out and received five shot, without injury, and the guard gave a fire in return."  Alarm given, troops & flotilla prepared for action.  M following, "the body of a man was found in a thicket on the point, who being mortally wounded had crept there and expired. to go into another room, from a window of which he descended and had got but a few steps from the house when they mistrusting his intentions, mounted their horses, and on discovering him, [town history:  called on him twice to stop] one of them took deliberate aim with a rifle, and shot him down, the ball entering just above the hip bone, and passing through in an oblique directino, cut the intestines, &c.  He languished until the 8th, when he died.  The verdict of the jury was Wilful Murder--and the man who shot him ws confined for trial.  Young Gates had recently gone through a course of studies for the purpose of entering Harvard University, and was amiable and promising; To his parents and their adopted duaghter his untiely death is peculiarly afflictive."

The case nol. pros. at 12/1815t:  "People of all parties, including relatives of the deceased, came at length to the conclusion that Mr. Sabin should be acquitted of all blame."  A young, inexperienced soldier, who "supposed it to be his duty to fire."  A cloudy evening, SG running through thick apple trees, an unfortuate shot at 25 rods.  "Probably no one ever regretted this melancholy affair more than Mr. Sabin."  After this, became a Bapt. preacher in Georgia, VT, elected to Gen. Ass. of Vt. for several yrs.  Afterwards elected state senator from Franklin Co., judge of the county court, sec. of state of VT, & 2 elections to House of Rep. of U.S.

9:  HOM NONDOM INDIAN WOMEN by SOLDIERS probably 1813:  During the War of 1812, while Samuel Green and his friend A. were serving as fifer and drummer for Captain Mason’s regiment from Strafford County, NH:  “On our arrival at Burlington, we messed with four others, furnished the whole mess with every thing they wanted, and were half drunk all the time.  The Captain placed us under guard every day, to keep us sober, or he would have been obliged to drill without music—he  saved us from many a flogging.  From here we went to Champlain, where we remained a short time, living the same way, and in addition went each night, half drunk, to a gambling house, in which we lost about three hundred dollars, half good and half passed money; the bad bills were one’s altered to five’s and ten’s, and passed as readily as any other.  We were here under guard most of the time for intoxication, but could always make some kind of music, though oftentimes very discordant.  Three or four squaws were killed; the company marched back to Burlington, was joined to another, and half the officers discharged.”

Preface by the printer:  "The publishers of the following report deem no other apology necessary, than what will natrually suggest itself to every member of society:  the utility resulting to community from the punishment of crimes when detected -- and the certainty of that punishment, as a means of detering others from evil-doing."  Published on 3/7/1814.


Trial:


Shop described.  50' by 16', stairs up to the bowing room.  On the east side of the highway to the rear of two large buildings.  Finishing, dyeing rooms on first floor; chimney between them.


Indictment:  2 grand jurors were excused, one an uncle of the victim, another had participated in the coroner's inquest.  Mortal wound to head from a cooling iron.  Squeezed and pressed JG's neck as well and clubbed him with a large stick of wood.


pNG.  Counsel:  Daniel Chipman and Rollin Mallary for the defense.  Charles K. William, State's Attorney.


All jurors seated:  no objections.  (from Tinmouth, Wallingford, Castleton, Middletown, Ira)


JG was a merchant.  He went from the store of Thomas Hooker, c. 7:30pm on T night to his own store, where b/w 8 & 9pm he saw his clerk, Ezekial Green, Jr. (his younger brother).  JG left to go home and had not been heard from since.  He was missed on Wednesday and his disappearance excited some alarm.  [[suggests JG was responsible, well known, and well-connected]]  His friends and family assumed he had gone to Boston on "some urgent business, which he had not thought proper to communicate."  (10)


Bruises and marks on the face of JA aroused comment.  Supposed by some that an affray had occurred between JA and JG and that JG was nursing his wounds in private and "on that account had withdrawn from public observation."  (10)



Suspicion fell on JA, but "so unwilling . . . were people in general to believe that a crime of this magnitude had been committed, that many still doubted."  (10)  JA gave improbable accounts of 1) the pile of wood under the stairs, 2) his bloody clothes, 3) why JG's hat was up JA's chimney, 4) blood that had been washed from the finishing room walls.  The body was found on F morning after a search.  Note:  JA's story changed constantly.  He could not account for his actions on T night.  He did not go to Whitehall on W to deliver hats, as he had told others he would do.  His face was bloody on W orning.  He said that he could not get a horse and so stayed in town.


Deacon Green (father of the victim) asked Elder ___ McCuller, James D. Butler, Samuel Parker, ___ Osgood, and ___ Brown to search the shop once more.  Elder McCuller pressed the investigation and insisted that the pile of wood be moved.  The response of the prisoner when the body was found:  "Prisoner replied, I did not do it.  I said, you are a wicked man, I believe.  He said, with a smile upon his face, I don't know who put him there . . ."  (16)


 James D. Butler (store owner):  knew JA & JG.  Knew that JG had sent business to Boston via another person because of "the situation of his family."  JDB surprised to hear that JG might have gone to Boston on W. (17)  JA appeared in JDB's store on W morning as if he had been fighting.  JG told his bloody nose story & JDB said "he had best tell of that often, or people would suspect he had been fighting."  (17)


William Green (JG's brother):  wit. was uneasy.  After the stage returned with no news of JG, the search began (in which JA participated).  Deacon Green suspected JA "on account of his wounds."  (17)


Charlotte Ormsbee (lives with JDB):  her bedroom has a view of JA's shop.  She saw light and heard noise all night on T.


Major Nathan Osgood:  going from his house "to the office" on F morning, 2/18.  First he had heard of JG being missing (from Charles K. Williams, State's Atty.).  Spoke to Deacon Green about his son and went to the house of Issachr Reed, Esq.  Saw JA there, who was "cheerful" and who "said he wished he was innocent of every thing."  (19)


William K. Shaw (lives at JDB's house):  at JA's shop on T.  JA said he was going to Whitehall, NY, the next day "to carry some hats" currently stored at Gordon's store.  Wit. was at Hall's store till 9pm, then he returned home and saw light in JA's shop and JA at the west window which faces the highway.  [[was JA looking for someone?  waiting for someone to arrive?]]  Both wit. and Ormsbee were awakened (T 11:25 pm) by a noise and saw light late at night in JA's shop and heard pounding.  Wit. saw JA next morning at the cistern and asked him about the noise.  Wit. told JA "he looked as if he had been fighting."  (24)  JA again claimed that he had suffered a nosebleed.  Then JA partly confessed.  JA said that JG was missing and that he and JG had been fighting.  Wit. first suspected JA on F, when JA claimed h went to sleep at 9pm on T.


Nicholas Goddard:  wit. heard often on W & Th of JG's disappearance.  Wit. spoke with several neighbors at Red's on F morning.  Suspicion centered on JG.


Hiram Watkins (who lives with Abel Page):  wit. heard noises on T night "like an animal in distress" from the direction of JA's shop.  Wit. went into [Anson] Reed's shoemaking shop and got Aaron Barns.  They came outside together and listened.  Both heard the nose c. 9pm or 10pm.  Stood against Abijah Lothrop's store.


John Warren:  (p. 29)  wit. heard 2 shrieks b/w 9pm & 10pm T night, as he passed opposite the alley to JA's shop on his way from Anson Reed's shoemaker's shop to Isaacher Red's.  wit. saw JG and prisoner at Anson Reed's shop b/w 6pm and 7pm T.  JW went out & JG followed him "and jumped upon my back.  [[note the physicality]]  There came along a man that knew Green, and spoke to him; he had a basket in his hand, in which h said he had eggs.  Green jumped off my back and bartered him for eggs.  I passed on and left them."


Thomas Miller:  (p. 30)  wit. at JA's shop last fall.  JA called JG "a rogue and scoundrel, and that such fellows ought not to live; and I should find green would not long, unless he behaved better."


Nathan Osgood:  (pp. 30-1)  wit. heard JA's tall tales.  1)  JA claimed that he went to Osgood's house T night.  "he said he went after a girl, and named her."  Wit. did not see her; family asleep.  JA said that he didn't mention it earlier because "he did not wish to have it known that he went after such girls."  Then JA claimed a person had asked to use his shop that night "for the purpose, as he supposed, of gambling."  NO was not present--did not know of the murder.  2)  JA said that a person had asked him for the use of the shop and "asked him if he did not want some of Joseph's money."  JA returned and found JG and "a certain person" sitting on his bunk before the fire with a bottle of spirits.  [[according to JDB's testimony, p. 32, the implicated person "was singing some funny songs."]]  The person got up, took liquor, set it down, then struck JG with a 2.5' long walnut stick.  JG struggled.  JA secured his legs to prevent resistence and to keep the bunk bed from toppling.  JG then watched out for people coming to inquir.  Together they hid the body and cleaned up the premises.  They burned JG's shirt, pantaloons, and walnut cane.  JG slept at Esq. Hyde's on W, in his own shop on Th, expecting that "certain persons" were to remove the body on W night.


James D. Butler recalled:  on wit.'s interrogation of the person "implicated" by JA.  "It was found necessary, to prevent altercation, that one should tell his story first."  JA's story:  after the murder, they "took some gin to drink, and then consulted where to deposit the body."  (p. 32)  "He said that the implicated person said that he wanted to get Joseph's money, . . . .  The prisoner said he did not know that Green was to be murdered, bnut expected to get his money by some means. . . .  He replied that the person whom he had implicated had killed Green, and his Maker knew it."  (p. 32)


Summary by Chief Justice Nathaniel Chipman:  [which reveals that JA and JG were friends]  "Malice prepense, or aforethought, does not necessarily imply a previous dislike or hatred of the person murdered, in particular; but a perverse and wicked disposition of mind, a disposition regardless of the lives of others:  this is what the law intends by malice aforethought.  The malice may be expressly proved to have existed, or it may be presumed from the act of killing; for, the act itself of killing, standing unexplained, is itself the strongest evidence of the malice, or of a wicked and perverse disposition."  (p. 34)


The homicide was a manslaughter only if the defendant can prove the homicide was justified or necessary, or committed "upon sudden heat and provocation."  (p. 34)  Otherwise, must assume it was motivated by malice.  [[NOTE the values here in Vermont:  killing is itself proof of malice and perversity.]]


"Old grudges, hatreds, and quarrels may be shown to have existed, and threats of murder or personal harm to have been made; these prove express malice, and make the killing to be murder, which would otherwise have been but manslaughter.  But the act of killing itslf proves the malice, unless the circumstances, as I have before observed, wipe it away."  (p. 34)  "I am, indeed, aware, that it has been holden by some of considerable influence among us, that proof of express malice is essential and requisite to a convictoin for murder; but the doctrine is not more repugnant to the principles of law than it is dangerous to our peace, and to the security of our lives."  (p. 34)  E.g., shooting a gun into a crowd proves malice, even if there were no prior hatred of the person killed.  "All matters of excuse, or justification, are to be shewn by the prisoner or the defendant."  (p. 34)


Stands up for presumptive proof as well:  "Deliberate murder is generally committed in secret.  If we reject this evidence, murder will, in most instances, pass unpunished."  E.g., if a person were found dead in a room and if a person were to run from the room with a bloody weapon.  "in such case, we are irresistably led to the conclusion, that the fugitive committed the murder.  What other rational conclusion can be drawn?"  (p. 35)


"It is, indeed, gentlemen, a serious and very painful duty that has devolved upon you.  Your determination is of the greatest moment to the prisoner.  Weigh well, then, the importanec of your verdict to him.  Extend to him all that compassino and indulgence that is consistent with your oaths and the law; but at the same time remember, that society, that justice have a right to demand of you a true and faithful performance of your duty, however painful to you, or serious in its consequences to the prisoner."  (p. 37-8)\


It is sufficient that he helped commit the murder to sentence him to death.


The facts from the judge's charge to the jury:  JG had been missing since 8-9pm on T, 2/15.  It was thought that he had gone to Boston on the stage.  His body was found on F, 2/18.  The murder probably occurred T night or early W morning.



The murder was committed with the tools of a hatter--a "cooling iron."  William K. Shaw and Charlotte Ormsbee heard noise and pounding from JA's shop on the night of the murder.  JA testified, however, that he had gone to bed early and had knocked down the brick wall in his dye room some time before 2/15.  JA told Mr. Goodard on F morning of "the brush with Green as he termed it."  JA seemed unconcerned.



JG's body was concealed under a pile of wood.  His body was tied and covered with cloth from JA's shop--it was used to move the body.  JA was the sole occupant of the shop.  The murderer tried to stash JG's neck cloth and pocket book in an arch, and to wipe blood from the doors, walls, and ceiling in the finishing room (where the murder occurred).  JA's neck cloth was also concealed, as were JA's and JG's hats.  JA was found wearing bloody clothes.  He claimed he had fallen downstairs and had bloodied his nose.  The judge found that the physical evidence contradicted JA's claim.  The cut on JA's nose was not from a nosebleed and no blood was found on the stairs.  [JG's hat was white.  His pocket book, containing $47.75, was found unmolested.]



Confession:  JA claimed he was in north Rutland on the night and evening of the murder, that he let his shop "to a certain person" that evening and returned at 3am.  JA first claimed that he discovered the body in the morning, then claimed he had helped another man commit the murder.  The judge stated that if the latter story were true, it would have been second degree murder, rather than first degree murder, but the punishment would be the same.



Verdict:  fG by the jury after 5 or 8 minutes of deliberation.  DEATH.


JA replies that he has no cause why the sentence should not be carried out.


The judge's sentence:  [[reveals Nathaniel Chipman's view of JA's character]]  "Daringly wicked" as the crime was, "your subsequent behaviour seems to evince a hardihood in crime which is rarely equalled in the annals of criminal jurisprudence.  After committing this atrocious act of violence on a fellow creature, by your own confessino, you went to bed in the same shop, to sleep the remainder of the night; you worked at your trade by the side of a mangled corps; and lodged in the adjoining room, one other night, before the body was found.  These facts, with the levity of your conduct when accused of the murder, together with your apparently malicious attempt to implicate others who appear innocent, will convince every rational mind of the turpitude of your heart, and that you have become familiar with vice.



By your conduct, you have forfeited your rights in society, and, even your right to existence on this earth:  for, it is written in that law dictated by Infinite Wisdom, and which is re-enacted by all civilized nations, 'that whoso shedeth man's blood, by man shall his blood be shed.'  You will, therefore, be swept by the hand of Justice from that land which you have wantonly stained with the blood of a fellow mortal."


"Let me entreat you, as a friend to your immortal soul, . . . ."  Asks JA to repent.  To hang 4/14.  "And may God Almighty have mercy on your soul."

TESTIMONY


William S. Shepard (Guildhall):  Saw the wagon and the men come into town after the homicide.  The men told him that they had gone to the woods to arrest JD.  They forced him to get up and walk after they had shot and clubbed him.


Joseph Berry (Guildhall):  the party included Heman Beech, Ripley Webb, and the suspects.  JD was chopping with an ax in the woods.  JD told GK and others he would kill them if they tried to take him.  GK said that he would shoot if the ax were not dropped, and then fired.  JD ran .5 mi. before he fell.


John Dodge (Lemphill):  ditto JB.


Ahira Morrison (Canaan):  she heard GK say that "he had shot him and was glad of it that he had done God's service."

Vermont Mirror (Middlebury) 8/24 & 8/31 & 9/7/1814:  Lt. Drury tested CH's loyalty.  CH & his son thought they were British sailors.  The confusion led to a confrontation, shots, & death.

L. L. Dutcher, The History of St. Albans, Vt. (St. Albans:  Stephen E. Royce, 1872), 295-6.  Three sailors "from our fleet on the lake, went ashore with a subordinate officer, and visited the dwelling-house of Judge Hill who kept an Inn on the Island.  After they had tarried in the house for a short time, Judge HIll, for some reason which has not been fully eplained, took up a musket and called on the men to surrender as his prisoners.  The officer in command ordered him men to fire."  H killed "on the spot.  The sailors . . . took refuge on board the vessel to which they belonged.  The people of the town were highly excited, as Judge Hill was one of the mowst respectable men in the place.  The next day an officer and posse of men were sent on board the vessel to arrest the offenders."  Commodore McDonough surrendered the 3 sailors, but refused to give up the officer.  The 3 sent to St. Albans, jailed, tried; "The charge of the presiding judge was unfvorable to the prisoners," so they were convicted of mansl.  The Legis. pardoned them unconditionally at its next session.



Sailors from the vessels on the lake were accustomed to stop at Judge Hill's house -- supposed that CH thought the 3 men were British sailors & tried to make them prisoners.  "But it did not appear that he had sufficient assistance at hand to carry such intentions into effect."

Caleb Hill was Capt. of a company of Vt. militia in Isle La Motte with 46 members in June, 1813.  [The account begins of the company's service during the war.  Ira Hill was a member of the company, though he looked like a boy & weighed less than 100 lbs at the time.]



"MACDONOUGH and Father became warm friends and with his officers spent much time at our place.  On the day preceeding the night of Father's death, MACDONOUGH took dinner with Father and remained till late in the aftgernoon, returning to his fleet with a good supply of green corn, new potatoes of which Father had made him a present.



That Father possessed MACDONOUGH's confidence I had abundant evidence.  Father's prominence in local affairs had had the inevitable result of incurring jealousy of a few of his neighbors.  This feeling was intensified by a greedy desire to supplant him as purveyor of supplies to our fleet.  They finally attempted to insinuate that Father was secretly acting in British interests.  This failed and I heard MACDONOUGH assure Father repeatedly that he knew the motives of these men, and that he had the utmost confidence in Father's integrity.



Numerous complaints had been made by the inhabitants of the Island regarding a small body of men in MACDONOUGH's command who would steal away from the fleet after dark and stealing chickens, pilfering gardens and generally harassing the Island inhabitants.  They belonged to the reckless class that always shows itself in time of war.  They had terrorized the Islanders to the limit of endurance and Father had been very outspoken in his denunciation of them.  During this last visit of MACDONOUGH, Father was particularly severe, urging MACDONOUGH his immediate personal attentionl.  MACDONOUGH was equally severe, assuring Father they would be punishe dwhen caught and ordering Father to arrest them at first opportunity.  It afterwards transpired that some of these very men were attending MACDONOUGH during this visit and had overheard all that was said." . . .



That evening "we had all retired I heard a knock at the back door and getting up and going down stairs, I reached the bottom just as Father emerged from his bedroom.  We found that a squad of seven men including an officer had entered the kitchen.  The officer carried his sword, the men their muskets.  They said that they had a hard tirp before them in returning to Canada some eight or nine miles distant and against the hard North wind.  The officer demanded to know the whereabouts of MACDONOUGH's fleet and Father told him it was just West of the North end of the Island.  The officer then asked, 'How do you people regard MACDONOUGH as an officer?'  Father replied, 'He will do his duty.'  He then asked for some refreshment, Father nodded to me and I brought some rum, sugar and glasses.  I then opened the front door, that they might get to their boat, I was startled by a guard outside, who placed a gun against my breast and pushed me back, cocking his gun as he did so.  He refused to come inside.  While the men were helping themselves at the counter, Father directed me in an undertone to bring the muskets from an adjoining room.  I remonstrated, that we were outnumbered and the guns were not loaded but he repeated his order and I obeyed.



The men were now in the storeroom seeking more rum.



As soon as Father received his musket, he stepped through the door and commanded the men to 'ground arms.'  All the men dropped their muskets to the floor except the guard at the door.  The officer dropping his glass, sprang forward and struck at Father with his sword, which he parried with his musket.  One of the men stooping down, fired his gun while the butt still rested on the floor, the bullet passing over our heards and lodging in the ceiling.  Two mroe shots were fired in rapid succession both of which took effect in Father's body.  One hit him in the breast as he turned and started to fall, the second entered his left side, passed through his heart and breast and embedded itself in the casing of the door.  Father fell face downward on the floor.  The soldiers then attacked me, the officer particularly with his sword.  I sprang out of the west door as he struck as me with his sword, cutting my face below my left eye, through the mouth to the end of my chin, which left me with a scar for life.



I ran in the darkness hiding behind the wood pile on the west side of the house.  The officer ran towards the lake supposing I had gone in that direction.  He found the rest of the men near their boat and shortly they put off on the lake.  I heard Mother cry and running in through the west door, found her putting out the fire on Father's clothing, the muzzle of the gun had been so near that it had set his clothing on fire.



I sent my younger brother CALVIN to summon the neighbors, the nearest of whom lived a mile away.  MARY SCHOOLCRAFT and SALLIE HOLBROOK who were living at our house, soon joined us.  I tried to console Mother as best I could."



Lt. MACDONOUGH "did everything in his power to detect the guilty men."  Court martial held on board the fleet:  4 of the 7 or 8 men fG, but before sentence was passed, "they managed to escape from the fleet and were never afterwards apprehended as far as I know."

SEG meant to attack the overseer of the weaving room, Thomas Rogers, an assistant keeper of the VtStP, who had accused SEG of making extra cloth for the purpose of stealing it.  If sustained, the charge would have put SEG in solitary confinement and ruined his chance for parole.  TH intervened in the fight b/w SEG and TR, and was stabbed.

9/1815t:  SEG petitioned for a new trial after his first conviction.  He claimed self-defense and said that his crime was manslaughter, not murder.  TH had hit SG in the head with a sword and had wounded him.  SG was just getting up as he stabbed at TH.  SG was still on one hand and one knee when the attack occurred.  SG claims that Sewall Cutting and one Wait had heard TC admit this before he died.  John Martin, a prisoner since pardoned for his testimony against SG, was an unreliable witness, according to the defense.  The defense hopes that JM will now gainsay the testimony of Rogers, the principal government witness. (5:  536)



11/1817:  SG was granted a new trail, also because a juror had been challenged and seated despite having formed an opinion on the case.  The defense took great care to secure neutral jurors.  pNG.  fG.  Sentenced once again to death on 2/18/1818 (2nd Friday) b/w 10am & 3pm.  (5:  598)



1/1818:  SG seeks a new trial.  He wants to poll the jurors individually.  He wants to quash the indictment because the crime was committed in sudden passion.  No malice aforethought.  Petition denied.

John Reynolds, History of Windsor Prison (1834), 38-48.  JR, a native of England who wrote a history of the Vermont State Prison after serving a seven-year term for burglary, considered SG "a criminal by aggravation."  (39)  SG stood on the verge of a pardon because of his good record and his wife's efforts to free him, when he was reported.  SG was to weave a number of yards of cloth each day as "his task."  As usual, he did his work well, and while conversing with the keeper "remarked that he had done more than he meant to. - This gave offense, and he immediately corrected the expression, and gave, as what he designed to say, that he wove more than he thought he had.  But this did not give satisfaction."  The keeper consulted the master weaver and reported SG to the warden for "insolence," which Rogers, the keeper, did.  (The master warden was named F***)  (40-1)


The penalty for insolence:  solitary confinement for a week or more.  A stone cell "dark as a tomb," no bed or blanket, 4 oz. of bread each day, water to drink, "and before he can be released from this grave of the living, he must humble himself, plead guilty, whether he is or not, acknowledge the justice of his sufferings, and promise to do better."  "suffering and ignominy."  (41-2)


Going out of the dining room after dinner, the warden ordered SG to stop [ergo, SG being sent to solitary].  Hewlett, the warden.  "the thought of the punishment to which he had been so unjustly and unfeelingly devoted, crossing his mind, he became enraged" and determined "to be avenged" on the keeper.  (42)  A fight ensued [as per the text in the tract on the murder].  Reynold notes that H & R had sharp & heavy swords & had "mangled" SG's head.  SG was bleeding so badly that a prisoner tried to restrain H "and begged him for Go dsake not to commit murder.  It was during this struggle that Mr. Hewlett received a stab in his side" from SG.  Ergo:  TH was hit as a prisoner "laid hold" of him to keep him off of SG.  Ergo:  SG did try to hit H, even thought his first target was R.


SG taken to solitary.  "no attention" paid to his wounds.  "He used to keep his head bound up with a piece of cotton cloth, and constantly wet with urine, the only medicine he could obtain," and thus preserved his life for the execution.


JR's point:  the prison system and its keepers were at fault.


SG did not want to plead manslaughter, according to JR:  "No . . . not the prison, but the gallows - if I cannot have liberty, give me death, - I would rather die than go back to prison for six months."  (44)


Titus Hutchinson and Charles Marsh defended SG ably.  The guards at VtStP tormented SG cruelly until his sentence, then he got a "good room" from Mr. Adams, his keeper, who was kind.  SG made some toys, which he sold to provide himself "little articles of comfort."  SG also visited with his wife.  He wrote a confession, cried when he wife left for the last time.  Then said as she passed out of sight, "It is all over -- you will see no more tears from me.  This is what I have long dreaded; it is now past, and I shall die like a man."



NOTE:  Luther Virginia and SG, both of whom had led rough lives and who had lived for the most part in poverty, made it a point to die the right way, to be tough and unflinching.  How did they differ emotionally from Rebecca Peake and James Anthony, who committed suicide?

Josiah Perkins (Westminster):  asked by his wife & Mrs. Thayer to search the "vault of the necessary belonging to the house" because they had a "hint" that an infant body was there.  On Sat. night, 3/11, dug it out with a shovel, put it in a pail.  Mrs. Burke & Mrs. Thayer washed it.


Alice Perkins (wife of Josiah):  knew 6 weeks ago that BG was sick in Mrs. Burke's room in the same bldg. in which AP lives.  AP then suspected BG was pregnant.  AP & Mrs. Burke then talked.  Mrs. B had confronted BG & thought she had concealed the birth & put the child in the vault, so they investigated.


Esther Cunningham (X):  in her room with her daughter in the same house as Mrs. B lives in.  On a Sunday 6 weeks ago, EC's daughter Sophia came out of Mrs. B's room & said BG looked very sick.  Tried to visit, but the door was fastened & was told to go away.  Saw her later.  BG was quite ill.  Mrs. B said it was a cold, but EC told her it was something worse.  [BG had come there from Esquire Chapman's house, where she lived, & returned that same evening.]


Lurena Burke (X):  BG arrived that Sunday (Sophia Cunningham & Harry Burk were present) & asked LB to go into the kitchen.  Told her she was "likely to have a child" & asked her help.  Said Thos. Cunningham was the father.  Took BG to her room while the others went out.  "she was soon after delivered of a Child which she put into Chamber pot and upon my expressing a desire to see it before she put it into the pot she said I could not conveniently see it then and said it was dead & upon my expressing a fear that it was alive she said it was not.  I helped her into the bead & then for the first time had an opportunity to see it in the pot which I did the child was with its mouth open as she had told me that she was only five months gone & expressed my surprize that it was so large & fair but she persisted in saying that it was no older.  I did not hear the child make any noise & if it had I think I should have heard it afterwards at her request I threw it into the necessary and soon after told Mrs. Cunningham and Mrs. Chipman thereof and lately to Mrs. Perkins & several others -- and I have been very much worried about it, because I was afraid Betsey had lied to me when she sed that the child was dead."
